In the two weeks since the first presidential debate, polling has shifted toward former
President Trump, including in key battleground states,  The Cook Report shifted its
rankings for several states towards the GOP including Arizona, Georgia,  and Nevada
from “toss up” to “lean Republican” and Minnesota and New Hampshire (not previously
considered a battleground) from “likely Democrat” to “lean Democrat.”  Despte this shift
in many of these swing states,  the Democratic Senate candidates stil l  enjoy leads.
